The name Upshaw may possibly have been derived from the hanmlet of
Unzhire, in the parish of althan, County of Essex, England.

Bishop licade nentions the Upshaw faily as one of tae leading families
in Eastern Virginia in Colonial tines and immediately succeeding the
Revolution,l

The progenitor of the Upshaw family in fZscex County, Virginia,
“7i11iam Upshaw, Gent., planter,”? was living in Petsworth Parish,
Cloucester County, Virginiz, in 1699, when, on January 9th of that vear,
ne nurchased for a2 conzideration of one hundred pounds sterling, from Harry
Bevarly, Gent., and Elizabeth, his wife, of the County of Piddlesex, 1017
~cres of land in Essex County, being part of a dividend of land cranted to
his father, Major Robert Beverly, decceased, situated on "Gilson's Faine
Pun," and adjoining the lines of major iorris, Thonas Rutton?, deccased,
John Soughty and Thomas Sthreshley, The witnesses were James 2evnolds,
John Saunders, Thomas Sthreshley and John Doughty. (Bssex D. & . Zook 10,
2n. 46-47), Douchty and Reynolds also bought land from Beverly at this
date, and William Upshaw was one of the witnesses to the conveyances.

Cn Zugust 7, 1703, Upshaw conveyed 400 ascres of this land to Charles
'laller, of Yetsworth Parish, Gloucester County, ”cooper“. James and Sarah
Reynolds, of the aforesaid parish and county, and #7ill, Biller witncssed
this transaction., In 1714, Waller, who was then a resident of South
Farnhan Parish, Essex County, gave the moiety to his eldest son, Edward
‘laller, of Stratton Major Parish, King and OQueen County. ‘usannn, wife of
Charles “laller, relinguished her right of dower. Two yearsz later, Tillian
Upsnaw, "Gent.'" of South Farnham Parish, Essex County, buys t~is land from
oard ¥Waller, (Zssex County D. & W. Book 14, pp. 43=47, 210, 695).

According to the Virginia Ouit Rent Roll, 1704, “illian Upshaw at that
date poscessed 490 acres of land in Petsworth Parish, Gloucester County, and
1,000 acres of land in Essex County; the land in Sssex being designnted
"Jilliom Upshaw's Quarter™4, ’

Owing to the loss or destruction of the sreater nart of the records
of Gloucester County, but little information can be gleened regarding
fillian Unshaw prior to his removal to Essex County.

On July 12, 1670, a John Upshar and Diana, his wife, who were then
living on the Eastward branch of the Corotoman, Lancaster County, deced to
Thomas Barker, of Christ Church Parish, Lancaster County, 75 acres of land
in said county, bequeatied Upshar by the will of John Pye.

“"Col.™ Thouas Button married prior to March 18, 1662, Jane, widow of
John Gillet who died 1659, He patented 3,650 acres of land in Rappahannock
County, July 19, 1666, part of which he left by will dated Harch 1,1669, to
nis brother, Robert Button, Jane, widow of Thomas Button, remarried before
ilove 2, 1674, Thonas Gordon, Jan. 27, 1678, she apnoints her friend, Philip
sendleton her attorney to acknowledge relcase of her right of dower in "Button
Tange', conveyed by her husband, Thonas Gordon, to Edmund Craske. (D. B. 5,
p. 362, and Decds, Btc., 6, pp. 21, 59).
